CoNSTITUTION OF INDIA.

No. Senive. 2014/C.R. 100/Ser-4.—In exercise of the powers conferred by the proviso to
Article 309 of the Constitution of India, the Governor of Maharashtra is hereby pleased to
make the following rules further to amend the Maharashtra Civil Services (Pension) Rules,

1982, namely :(—

1. These rules may be called the Maharashtra Civil Services (Pension) (Amendment)
Rules, 2016.

2. In rule 9 of the Maharashtra Civil Services (Pension) Rules, 1982 (hereinafter referred
to as “the Principal Rules”),—

(@) in clause (36),—

(z) in ' sub-clause (i1i) after the word ‘Government’, the words “including Non-
Practicing allowance” shall be added and shall be deemed to have been added with
effect from the 1st January 2006.

(i1) after sub-clause (iv), the following sub-clause shall be added and shall be
deemed to have been added with effect from the 1st January 2006 namely.—

“(v) in the 6th Pay Commission, the pay drawn in the prescribed pay band plus
applicable grade pay but does not include any other type of pay like special pay, which
the Government Servant was receiving immediately before his retirement or on the
date of his death.”

(b) in clause (38), after the words “ten month’s service” the words and figures” or last
month’s pay, whichever is more beneficial to the Government Servant shall be inserted and
shall be deemed to have been inserted with effect from the 27th February 2009.

3. In rule 10 of the Principal Rules, in sub-rule (6), in clause (b), the words “ with the
concurrence of the Finance Department” shall be deleted and shall be deemed to have been
deleted with effect from the 2nd June 2003.

4. In rule 26 of the Principal Rules,—
(@) in sub-rule (1),—

(z) for the word “pension” at both the places it occurs, the words “pension or
family pension” shall be substituted,

(ii) for the word “pensioner” the words “pensioner or family pensioner” shall be
substituted;

(ziz) in the proviso, for the word “pension” wherever it occurs the words “pension
or family pension” shall be substituted; '

(b) in sub-rule (2), for the word “pensioner” the words “pensioner or family pensioner”
shall be substituted.

5. In rule 27 of the Principal Rules,—

(a) in sub-rule (1), for the words “Government may” the words “Appointing authority
may” shall be substituted and shall be deemed to have been substituted with effect from
the 2nd June 2003 ;

(b) in sub-rule (2) in clause (b), in sub-clause (i), for the words ¢ the Government” the
words “Appointing authority” shall be substituted and shall be deemed to have been
substituted with effect from the 2nd June 2003.

6. In rule 40 of the Principal Rules, in clause (e), for the words “ special orders of
Government” the words “orders of Appointing authority” shall be substituted and shall be
deemed to have been substituted with effect from the 2nd June 2003.

7. In rule 46 of the Principal Rules,—

(@) in sub-rule (4), for the words “Appointing authority” the word “ Government” shall
be substituted and shall be deemed to have been substituted with effect from the 2nd June
2003 ;

(b) in sub-rule (5), for the words “Appointing authority” the word “ Government” shall
be substituted and shall be deemed to have been substituted with effect from the 2nd June
2003 ;

(¢) in sub-rule (6), for the words “Appointing authority” the word  Government” shall
be substituted and shall be deemed to have been substituted with effect from the 2nd June
2003.

8. In rule 48 of the Principal Rules, in sub-rule (1), after the existing proviso, the following
proviso shall be inserted, namely—

“ provided further that, such service of the Government Servant shall be count as
qualified service for the purposes of rule 33.”

9. In rule 65 of the Principal Rules, in sub-rule (2), in clause (b), the words “ with the
concurrence of the Finance Department,” shall be deleted and shall be deemed to have been
deleted with effect from the 2nd June 2003.

10. In rule 66 of the Principal Rules, in sub-rule (4), in clause (b), the words “ with the
concurrence of the Finance Department” shall be deleted and shall be deemed to have been
deleted with effect from the 2nd June 2003.

11. Rule 66 A of the Principal Rules shall be deleted and shall be deemed to have been
deleted with effect from the 27th February 2009.

12. In rule 110 of the Principal Rules, for sub-rule (2), the following sub-rule shall be
substituted and shall be deemed to have been substituted with effect from the 27th February
2009, namely—

“(2) (a) In case of Government Servant retiring on Superannuation, Retiring, Invalid
or Compensation Pension in accordance with the provisions of these rules after completing
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qualifying service of not less than twenty years, the amount of pension shall be caleulated
at fifty per cent of the ‘Pensionable Pay’ subject to maximum of Rs.67,000 plus admissible
grade pay.

(b) In the case of a Government Servant retiring on Superannuation, Retiring, Invalid
or Compensation Pension in accordance with the provisions of these rules before completing
qualifying service of twenty years but after completing qualifying service of ten years, the
amount of pension shall be calculated at fifty per cent of the ‘Pensionable Pay’ subject to
maximum of Rs.67,000 plus admissible grade pay and in no case the amount of pension
shall not be less than Rupees One Thousand Nine Hundred and Thirteen per month.

13. In rule 111 of the Principal Rules,—

(@) In sub-rule (2), in the proviso, for the words “one lakh rupees” the words “Seven
Lakh Rupees” shall be substituted and shall be deemed to have been substituted with
effect from the 1lst January 2006 ; '

(b) in sub-rule (5),—

(1) in clause (i), for the word “wife” the words “legally wedded wife” shall be
substituted;

(22) in clause (i1), the word “husband” the words “legally wedded husband” shall
be substituted.

14. In rule 116 of the Principal Rules,—

(¢) in sub-rule (2), for the portion beginning with the words “ the amount of which
shall be determined” and ending with the words and figures “ of Rs.600 and a maximum
of Rs.1200” the words and figures “at a uniform rate of 30% of basic pay in all cases” shall
be substituted and shall be deemed to have been substituted with effect from the 1st
January 1996; '

(b) in sub-rule (4), in clause (a), in sub-clause (i), for the portion beginning with the
words “for a period of seven years” and ending with the words “ whichever period is less”
the words “for a period of ten years” shall be substituted and shall be deemed to have been
substituted with effect from the 1st January 2006;

(c) in sub-rule (16), in clause (b), after the sub-clause (iii), the following sub-clause
shall be added, namely . —

“(iv) dependent mother and father, in the order of that preference, having no
independent means or source of economic sustenance, in the case of a ‘single’ Government
Servant as declared by him in the Form-3A.”

Explanation 1.—For the purpose of this clause, a ‘single’ Government Servant means,
Government Servant, who is the only surviving child of his parents and is unmarried, if mar:i 4.
has no surviving spouse and children.

Explanation 2.—The entitlement to Family pension under this sub-rule shall be admissible,
if his family as defined under sub-clause (i), (ii) and (iii) of clause (b) of Rule 116, ceases Lo
exist.
